we use the verb “must” to express oblgation in english. “must” is a modal verb, so it has some special


rules:


it never takes “s” in the 3rd person sigular. all the persons are the same.


Ex: I must call my boss- she must finish her homework before  7:30


it is always followed by the infinitive without “to”.


Ex; They must come here every monday.


it has no other tenses. “must” may refer to the future or the present


Ex: I must help my dad next weekend / NOW.


when we want to express an oblgation in another different tense we use “have to”


Ex:I´ll have to give peter back the money he gave me before the end of the week.


“mustn´t” is not used to express absence of oligation, it expresses prohibition:


Ex: i mustn´t speak in the library


“don´t have to” or “needn´t” are used to express absence of obligation:


EX:  i don´t have to go to school tomorrow. it is a sunday


      you needn´t help me. i´ll do it myself.





REMEMBER ALSO THE EXPRESSIONS “HOW OFTEN” HOW MUCH” AND “HOW MANY” 


Ex: HOW OFTEN DO YOU GO TO THE CINEMA? HOW MUCH MILK IS THERE?  HOW MANY BOOKS HAVE YOU GOT?
