2. The possessive “s” is added to a whole phrase:

Jack and Paul’s songs are wonderful.

Where are Ruth and Greg’s sons?
They are Alber and Sophie’s kittens.

We prefer to use “of” with a longer phrase. 
Is this Jack and Paul’s song?

3. The possessive “s” is added to a singular noun ending in “-s”.

Nicholas’ girl friend
Brian Adams’ song

Archimedes’ law

His brother-in-law’s sister is a doctor.
Why is Melahat’s neighbor’s little boy here?

· / z / is pronounced after / b d g l m n n(nasal) vowel + r, vowel sounds

The bird’s nest, Michael’s eyes, arm’s length, song’s lyrics, 
the doctor’s office

· / az / or / ız / is pronounced after / z d j s S Ts dz ks / 

Boss’s wife, Doris’s necklace, for Goodness’ sake, George’s grade, 
an actress’s make up, a fox’s trick

The Possessive Pronouns show possession. They must be followed by nouns

Salih is from Urfa. His favorite singer is İbrahim TATLISES.

This is my dog. Where is its leash?

My best friend is Kezban. Her favorite song is Don Dale.

Ahmet and Feyyaz are here, but where are their parents?

You are not our boss. Don’t give orders.

Note: “The” is not used before possessive adjectives.

Is she the your pencil case? (wrong)
The my car is over there. (wrong)


WHOSE:

 Generally Possessives are used to answer the questions beginning with the question word “whose ..?”

Whose car is this?


It is my car. (My car)
Whose project is that?

It is their project (Their project)
Whose brother is in the team?
Her brother is in it. (Her brother)
Whose books are those? 

They’re our books. (Our books)
Whose birthday is in May?

It is my birthday. (My birthday)                         

Whose pens are these?

They are Ali’s pens. (Ali’s pen)
Whose is this?



It is my ... (My … )
Note: “Whose” is used both as a determiner and as a pronoun.

 THE INDEFINITE ARTICLES: A AN
A – AN tell us that we probably do not know what the noun refers to. They are generally used at the beginning of noun groups.

 It is a book.

This is a car.


That is a big tree.
 It is an umbrella.
This is an island.

That is an egg.

WHEN DO WE USE A – AN?

· We use a before consonants.  Consonants: b c d f g h j k l m n p q r s t v w x y z

a cat
a book

a house

a plate

a drum


· We use an before words beginning with a vowel or with a vowel sound. Vowels: a e i o u

An apple

an umbrella

an uncle



an exam

an orange

an elephant

· Remember to use a or an when you talk about someone's job.

Mustafa Kaya is a teacher.

Ayşe is a nurse.

Mr. Brown is an engineer.


Hasan is a doctor.
· The use of a – an depends on the pronunciation, not spelling.

· We don't use a or an before a plural noun.

    
He has got two bicycles.    Ali and Ercan  have got three books.

· We cannot use a or an before proper nouns.

Note: “There is a Nancy at the door” means the speaker is stranger to 
Nancy.

“Nancy is at the door” means the speaker knows Nancy.

THE DEFINITE ARTICLE: THE
· We use THE when while we are talking about a definite object or when we mentioned the object before.

I have got a pencil. The pencil is black.
She is on the rock. The rock is very big.

· We use THE when we say which one (s) we mean.

Who’s the girl over there with Tarkan?
Tell us the story about Ferhat and Şirin.

· We use THE when it is clear from the situation which one(s) we mean.

Open the door please. (Only one door is open)
Arzu is in the kitchen. (There’s only one kitchen.)

What’s the time?

PRONUNCIATION: THE is pronouncedbefore a vowel and /the before a consonant.

SINGULAR AND PLURAL FORMS OF NOUNS
SPELLING RULES:

REGULAR PLURAL NOUNS:

1. To make a singular noun plural, we add "s".

a book  ...... books
an apple ..... apples
a boy   ...... boys

a car …………. cars
 a shop ….. shops
a tulip ……. tulips
My books are on the table.
They are doctors.
We are two sisters.

2. If the words end in "ch, sh, x, s, ss " we add "es".

a box .... boxes

a glass .... glasses


a bus  .... buses

a match ... matches

The buses are always late.
All the classes are full.

Those boxes are not very heavy.

3. Singular nouns ending in “y”:

· If the words end in consonant + y, change y ... i + es .  
a baby   ........ babies

a secretary ........ secretaries
a city     ........ cities

a lady     .......... ladies

The dictionaries are on the desk.
Cairo and İstanbul are large cities.

· But if the words end in vowel + y, we add only "s".

a boy ….. boys


a monkey ….. monkeys
a holiday ….. holidays

a tray …….... trays

Autumn days in İzmir are usually rainy.
Where are the boys?

4. If the word ends in "f" or "fe", we change to  "-ves".
a half .... halves

a wolf ... wolves

a thief ... thieves

a shelf ... shelves

a wife ….  Wives

a knife … knives
These knives are very dull.
The shelves are full of books.


Has he got two wives?
exceptions:

Chif … chiefs

roof … roofs 

belief … beliefs

5. The words ending in “0”: 
· We also add "es" to a few words ending in "o".


a potato ..... potatoes

a tomato .... tomatoes

echo …. Echoes


hero …. Heroes


The tomatoes are very delicious.


Are they the heroes of the novel?

· We add “s” to these words.

Kilo … kilos

photo … photos

piano … pianos
solo … solos

Zoo … zoos

radio … radios
studio … studios

tattoo … tattoos

We have got two kilos of potatoes.

She has three tattoos on her arm.

· We add either “s” or “es” to some words.

Zero … zeros/zeroes

volcano … volcanos/volcanoes
tornado … tornados/tornadoes
Mosquito …mosquitoes/mosquitos

Zeros/es are very bad for a student.
Volcanos  /es are very dangerous.

LP … LPs / LP’s

VIP … VIPs … VIP’s

UFOs are still a mystery.
LP’s are very good.

PRONUNCIATION:

1. /s/ After ( f, k, p, t, ( ) ------ chiefs, taps, cakes, months, cats …etc

2. /z/ After ( b, d, g, j, l, m, n, ( ) and also vowel sounds + r ------- verbs, roads, arms, dogs, pens, doors, ways

3. /iz/ After (z, ) ----- noses, pages, classes, dishes, couches, boxes

HAVE & HAS GOT

“HAVE GOT” is used to talk about possessions. It is also used to talk about status, relationships, illnesses, the characteristics of people, things and similar ideas.

USAGES:

1. We use have / has got in the sense of “posses.”  “Have” and “have got” are often interchangeable.

I have got a sister.

They have got a blue car.

Ayşe has got dark hair.

Leyla has got two puppies.

It is a nice house, but it hasn’t got a garden.

They like animals. They have got a horse, two dogs and five cats.

Tarkan is a famous star. He has got a lot of funs.

We can’t go out in the rain. We haven’t got an umbrella. 

I have got a bike, but I haven’t got a car.

The TV set has ninety-nine channels, but it hasn’t a big screen.

She has got an expensive car, but she hasn’t got a driver.

Kevin and I haven’t got our books. 
A: What’s wrong?   B: I’ve got something in my eye.        

The stairs are on fire. Have you got a rope?

Have you got an eraser?                        

Yes, I have. / No, I haven’t.  
Has Ali got any nieces?
Yes, he has. / No, he hasn’t.

Have they got a house?

  
Yes, they have. / No, they haven’t. 
Have I got a cat?
Yes, you have. / No, you haven’t.

What colour pencils has Selin got?
She’s got brown pencils.                                          

What have you got in your mouth?

I have got a chewing gum in my mouth.

How many brothers or sisters have you got?

I have got two brothers and four sisters.

Have you got a pen?
Yes, I have. Here it is.

2. We use have & has got in the sense of possession of physical characteristics. “Have got” can be used with nouns like a beard, a moustache, blue yes, …etc. to show somebody’s physical characteristics.

- What color eyes have you got?
- I’ve got brown eyes

- What color hair has Ahmet got?
-  He’s got black hair.    
- Who has got a moustache?

– Murat has.

3. We use have & has got to show illnesses. When “have got” is combined with nouns describing pains and illnesses, “a / an” is used with such nouns.

I have got a terrible headache.

Clara has got a bad stomach-ache.
I have got a cold.

4. “got” is omitted in the short answers.

A: Have you got a pen?

B: No, I haven’t. (WRONG: No, I haven’t got.)

A: Have you got time ?
B: Yes, I have. ( WRONG: Yes, I have got. )

A: Has Fuat got any siblings?
B: No, he hasn’t. ( WRONG: No, He hasn’t got. )

PS. In American English, “do” is often used to make the statement negative or question.

I don’t have any money. (USA) …  I haven’t got any money. (BR.E)

Do you have any money? (USA) … Have you got any money? (BR.E)
