Dolphins play the name game
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It is a fact  that dolphins communicate with each other in different ways using squeaks, whistles and body language.Now new research shows that bottlenose dolphins also use names to distinguish each other.

Scientists from the Scottish University of St Andrews show us  that each dolphin develops its own whistle in the first few weeks of life.This helps others to recognise the dolphin.

The study is on wild Bottlenose dolphins in Florida, USA. The scientists catch some dolphins  and record their whistles onto a computer. They play the sounds back to the dolphins and most of the dolphins  recognise the names of others they know. It is difficult to see underwater so scientists think that dolphins use their names to let others know they are close. The dolphins also use their names to let others know if they are lost or distressed.

Apart from humans, Bottlenose dolphins are the only animals that use names to identify themselves.
