GRAMMAR CARDS.














Game rules. 
Divide the students into 2 teams. ( You may make more teams but make sure you don’t run out of cards. Anyway, there are nearly 80 grammar cards and 31 chance cards). Use ‘rock paper scissors’ to decide who rolls the dice first. 
Once a team throws a dice, count the number and step on the square that is equal to that number. If they roll a dice again and get, say, 3, and they already are on the 5th , they have to step on 8. If a team gets to take a grammar/chance card and answers it correctly they can stay on the square. However, if they fail, they have to come back to the previous square (5). If the team roll any doubles (say, double sixes) they can roll the dice one more time. If they step on ‘Miss a turn’ square, they are allowed to step onto it without answering any question but if they rolled doubles they cannot roll again. If they get ‘Go (back) to…’ square they have to go to that square but ignore the task noted there. It will just be the point that they will move from the next time they roll the dice. 
If a team rolls the dice and gets to step on the square number that exceeds 38, this team automatically wins the game.
