WOULD LIKE
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I (you, she, James) would like coffee. --------- I would like to drink coffee.

(After ‘would like’ we can write a noun (nouns or noun phrase).

►I would like coffee (noun).                 ►I would like coffee and cake (nouns). 

►I would like a cup of coffee (noun phrase).

( After ‘would like’ we can also write an infinitive.

► I would like to drink coffee.     ► We would like to play tennis.

Note: We can use “would like” in a short way: ‘d like.  For example, I’d like, she’d like……
